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Samony sweeter 

We are going to knitt very nice sweater called "samony". 

There exist plenty of variation: long as dress, short as tunic, 

with buttons, you can deside by yourself which type you 

prefer. 

My pattern is coresponding with this one on the picture: 

 

Material: I have 700gr of yarn called merino - czech product, it 

is 50%merino woll/ 50%acryl, 140m on 50gr. 

You can use other merino for example from Scholler, but you should bear in mind this 

sweater is for cold days or winter.. this style is also for teenagers.. I have used needles size 

3,5. 

I knit only on circular needles, but if you prefer you can use straights, it's up to you!... 

We start with the aran strip which is around  the chest. 

 

 on the chart, there are only right side rounds. 
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We repeat pattern untill we have the length you want. 

 

When you are finished with the aran stripe, we sew it together with the right side facing you. 

BE CAREFUL, the pattern on one side has to match pattern on the other side of stripe: 

 

Then we have to make the body part of the sweater. Used algoritmus is one stitch, two stitch 

into the same. 

Now we have to calculate a little bit. We count all the stitches, separate into two parts and 

place markers. Also, the stitches for the sleeve are put on separate needles. It should be about 

30 stitches, but you can measure your hand and then decide how many stitches you need.. 

 

Then we continue with pattern for body: 
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I - knit 

-  rubl 

o - slip with cast on 

cross 6 to the left, 3 lay down before work, 3 knitt, 3 from lay down needle knitt 

cross 6 to the right, 3 lay down behind work, 3 knitt, 3 from lay down needle knitt 

  

We knitt two patterns and then we start cast on. In rubl stripe we cast on one, after 2 patterns 

again one stitch .... 

We finish after for about 50cm. 

Now we make up border: 
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Into every fifth stitch we make two stiches. 

And continue with basic pattern 1knitt, 4rubl:
